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Vocabulary Game

[image: image2..pict]This game is made by students and the making and the playing of the game  are all vocabulary building exercises.

Take a sheet of paper and divide it into twelve rectangles, like the diagram at right (4 x 3).

Inside each rectangle, on each edge, write a definition and term on opposite sides.  In other words, the term opposite the definition should match.  (Notice, that at the outside edges there is only opportunity to write a word on the inside of the edge - since there is no paper on the other side of the edge.)
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When the whole paper is filled out this way, then turn the paper over and put the students intials in each rectangle (on the back).  This way if the pieces fall on the floor and get scattered and mixed, you can tell who the pieces belong to.

Cut the rectangles apart.  Mix the pieces.  Trade with another student and test your knowledge.

This game is a formative assessment (to see how well you know the terms and determine your preparedness for a summative assessment.)
